From time to time, the KYDC executive committee provides an overview of the KYDC’s mission and vision (see below). Parents and participants are reminded that our facility offers services to Warren County’s youth in order that they may participate in a “we build up-not tear down” environment which emphasizes the Teaching Personal and Social Responsibility tenets of RESPECT, GIVING BEST EFFORTS, SELF DIRECTION, and HELPING OTHERS (TPSR-Hellison, 2010).

The KYDC is aligned with the PIAA and its parent organization, the National Federation of State High School Associations (NFHS) and their mission which is “to serve its members by providing leadership for the administration of education-based high school athletics and activities that emphasize health and safety, educational programs that develop leaders, and administrative support to increase opportunities and promote sportsmanship.”
 
We make every attempt to provide quality programming both on the wrestling mats and in other positive youth development activities. The KYDC board of directors insist that all participants participate in a safe environment where they feel valued as a person, not just as an athlete. We are insistent that our facility remains a “bully-free” environment (unlike some public schools).
